CERES AND ME – Berta Robertson

What role do you play in the life of Ceres and its 
district?
I am probably best known by the generations of
children who have attended Sunday School, as I was
the Sunday School teacher for 34 years. I also helped
run the Cub Scouts and the Brownie Guides for many
years.
Now I’m retired, I am also a church elder, and I am
particularly involved in the various fund-raising
activities. The two main fund-raisers are the annual
plant sale and the church fete, both of which are
popular in the village.

How long have you been in the area?
For at least three generations! My grandad had the
cobblers shop in the New Town. My mother married
an Englishman from Gloucestershire who moved into
the area when he came to work with the foxhounds
up at the Hunt kennels. Mum and Dad had 8 children,
between them and I am the youngest. One of my
brothers also still lives in the village, another lives in
Glenrothes and my twin sister lives in Methil.

My husband Peem is also a local boy, from Craigrothie.
We met at the Youth Club in the Session Hall and it
was love at first sight. We’ve now been married for 52
years.

Tell us a story about Ceres
I was born in Sweep’s Close, and I can remember how
much fun it used to be growing up there. It was a
happy and carefree time. I used to love skipping in the
road with the big long rope and doing different tricks.
One time I tried it with my bike and ended up with the
rope around my neck!

We used to take picnics down to Tinkers Strip, or sit by
the burn catching water spiders and eating sourocks*.
We would play paldies* in Wemysshall Road because
there was no traffic then. I’d spend my pocket money
on a tin of condensed milk and a bottle of lemonade.
I’d eat the condensed milk out of the tin with a spoon
then wash it down with the lemonade.

*The Diary had to look these words up:
sourocks = sorrel. Paldies = hopscotch.
